Since we had the first touch with this Fomi|y,
we have devoted to improving their quality of
life and we want them to have an
appropriate home. So, at the beginning of
2016, we started to have some activities to
raise money and we achieved that twenty-

five co||ege students raised money fo improve

the roof, kitchen, and bathroom of this house.

At that moment, VIVA donation was used to
purchose a Woshing machine, this with a
previous agreement with Angeles and Mrs.

Gdémez.

This year, we adre going to have a new
campaign to raise money along with a local
Bank group. The donation will be used to
